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TO PUBLIC OPINION: 
 
The legitimate owners and residents of Cerro de San Pedro declare by this means our 
complete rejection to close the operations of the company Minera San Xavier, S.A. de 
C.V., which was recently declared by the Federal Office of Environmental Protection in 
compliance with a court order derived from an action executed by an alleged civil 
association, that without the support of its members from the principal lands of the 
municipality of Cerro de San Pedro, and in a individual manner, abrogate the representation 
of the common land and the residents of this municipality. 
 
Those of us who reside in the region have developed mining activities into our source of 
wealth, considering that the lands endowed to the common land, “Cerro de San Pedro,” are 
prominently for mining purposes, and given that we are the legitimate and beneficial 
owners of the common land, it is for us inconceivable that a determination regarding the 
closing of operations was taken in such an abrupt manner, without the listening to us. 
 
It is completely objectionable that a minority of professional agitators, from a small group 
of people who obtained their status as owners of the common land during questionable 
proceedings in the year 2001, in a fraudulent manner, with ulterior motives, and 
maliciously, self-proclaimed to be the defenders of the collective interests of Cerro de San 
Pedro. 
 
As the resident leaders of the municipality of Cerro de San Pedro we take offense that, by 
distorting reality, the only opportunities we have to get out of extreme poverty have been 
denied. 
 
The activities of Minera San Xavier Company HAVE NOT caused damages to the 
environment, as it has been stated publicly by Administrative and Academic Authorities. 
 



As lifetime-citizens of Cerro de San Pedro, and fully exercising our rights, we do not 
accept unofficial spokesman or false saviors. We repudiate those who, by using our name, 
have only condemned us to misery.
