Company (MSX) generates vital an 

economic apportionment for Cerro de San 

Pedro, in addition to the jobs that benefit 

that majority of its residents. 

 Meanwhile, at New Gold Minera San 

Xavier’s website it is pointed out the 

importance of the generation of jobs and the 

economic benefits that people obtain in that 

town, apart from free medical services, 

including doctor visits, ambulance services 

and dental care for the residents of 10 

communities.     

 In an interview, the Coordinator of 

Business Entities commented that the 

decision to suspend the activities at MSX’s 

tunnel, is a legal issue that should be 

handled carefully through legislation 

established by Profepa and Semarnat, for 

which reason it is a delicate subject that 

deserves special attention and care.    

 As far as the President of Ipac is 

concerned, he commented that jobs are 

crucial to the residents of Cerro de San 

Pedro, and thus, it would be a shame if they 

were lost, as unemployment would rise in 

the state to the detriment of the 400 families 

that live in that town. 

 Although New Gold insists on 

having spent hundreds of thousands of 

dollars on paving highways, the construction 

of sewer and flood drainage lines to improve 

the lives of local citizens, the local 

environment, preserving the historical 

character of the city and to clean up the 

mining waste left behind by previous 

miners, and to improve the nursery in that 

area, which has given more than 75,000 

plants for its use in regeneration and 

agriculture. 

 Even MSX reforested 52 hectares 

[128.49 acres], with 56,000 plants in the 

Monte Caldera zone in 2008, new homes 

and schools for residents were built, and a 

new temple was constructed, so New Gold 

has a history of operating in social unity and 

in a way that upholds the international 

standards in all three countries in which it 

has a mining presence.
